« Watch for your children returning home with items—such as sneakers, designer clothing,
or electronics—that you did not buy them.

e Seek help from your school’s counselors and administrators if your children are talking
about violence, are angry, or make a threat to harm themselves or others.

Again, the responsibility of keeping your children and our staff safe is a top priority for all of us,
so thank you for your continued diligence and for helping to ensure all of our students have a
learning environment that is free of disruption. Together, we can make sure that we are taking
every measure to keep our children safe both in school and during travel home from school each
day.
